All responses MUST have proper paragraph structure.  
2. You will write a BLOG PERSONAL RESPONSE using ONE THEME STATEMENT from your LITERATURE LIST and one “scavenger hunt” find.  – DUE JUNE 2nd
ANNOTATEDBIBLIOGRAPHY:

All of the sources you found and use – for the Critical or Personal component - must be referenced. This section is placed at the end of your anthology. It must be organized alphabetically by authors' last names List each piece of literature separately. At the end of each entry, write 2 - 3 sentences explaining how this particular work was useful in your search and what you found in this resource.
